The 
installation manual explains step-
by-step how the exhibition must be 
installed and gives tips for creating 
a pleasant reading and writing 
atmosphere. 

The programme
Library staff or staff at an alternative 
location install the exhibition, 
promote it at nearby schools (using 
the fl yers) and receive the groups. 
You can type the email address of 
the library on the fl yer, which can 
accordingly be printed. A manual 
has been written for each workbook 
which describes step-by-step how 
to receive the groups and how to 
proceed during their visit.
